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Winter Accuracy Method Summary 

• Re-run forecasts using latest available data to isolate model 
accuracy  
– Forecast Vintages: 2009 through 2016 

• Compare model predicted load with actual observed load on the 
10 peak winter days for each season at 0, 1, 2, and 3 year out 
intervals 
– Zero year out is the Winter coinciding with the release of the 

forecast (e.g. the zero-year out forecast for the 2009 forecast 
vintage is the 2008/2009 Winter)
